In the middle of 1942, the British army began
te enter our lands in larger numbers than we
had ever seen before. There was a steady
influx of army movement in our hills from
thereon. Army convoys became more frequent
on the Dimapur-Kohima highway. The
destination for some of the convoys was
Kohima while others drove on 1o lmphal in
Manipur. In dry months, the convoys left the
highway dust-choked as it had no asphalt
work on it yet, and in summer the roads were
quite muddy from the rain. It was not
unusual to see trucks, with their wheels
slipping in the mud, being pushed back onto
the road by soldiers.

The new troops were made up of different
nationalities.
